Help Trees Beat the Heat

Please remember soak your trees,
boulevard trees included, when
watering this summer. Very young
trees need 20 to 25 gallons of water

a week. Those that have been in the
ground 5 years or less need a weekly
soaking. Watering the lawn around
trees helps keep their roots healthy.
Putting a layer of mulch around them
helps retain moisture. Trees stressed by
heat are more susceptible to die back,
pests, and diseases so save your trees
by giving them the water they need.
Hopkins watering restrictions apply. @
